Associate Member (Individuals or Non-Profits): A non-business supporter of the
Chamber of Commerce such as a resident, second homeowner, non-profit organization,
governmental body, school or church. Receives Chamber mailings and is invited to participate in
Chamber sponsored events and programs as deemed appropriate by the Board. $50

Financial Institution: These members shall have the same rights as Full Business Members.
Must be located within the Harbor Country® area. $300 per Harbor Country® location

Theme Park/Casino/Residential College/Large Industrial: These members shall have
the same rights as Full Business Members. Must be located within the Harbor Country® area. $8000
